Book Chat
Each student is to read one non-fiction book and another book that may be fiction or non-fiction.  (2 books total.)

One book chat is to be done each term (3 and 4).

Book chat for term 3 must be completed by Mar 19.

Book chat for term 4 must be completed by June 1.

If you do not use a book from your teacher’s personal library, you must get her approval before you read a book to qualify for the book chat.  Essentially the books deal with genetics, biotechnology, forensics, disease, or laboratory science.  (Hopefully the library will be in place by Jan 30.)

Book chats are 10 – 15 mins long and will take place at lunch.  If you want to do a chat during 3rd block or 4th block, they will only be done if you don’t have a class that block or if you are a TA that block and your teacher writes a note saying it is ok.  Book chats will be done after school only by appointment.  Do not plan on your teacher being here after school.

Each book chat is worth 40 project points.
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
