Equipment for the PTC and Cheese Lab
	Plant tissue culture
	Cheese

	Everything that goes into the “hood” must be sprayed with 70% ethanol (ETOH) before it goes in the hood.  
Every time your hands come out of the hood, they must be sprayed before they go back in.
	Thermometer- you need to wash it with soap and water before you stick it in the milk.  Don’t leave it sitting in the milk while it heats up because you can get a false reading.

	So you need an ETOH spray bottle.
	Glass rod to stir milk

	2 jars with media, autoclaved

3 beakers, any size (at least 150 mL)
	Aluminum foil- reuse the foil that is on top of the large beaker.  Keep in mind the outside is “dirty” and the side next to the inside of the beaker is still clean. 

	One beaker for 70% ETOH
One beaker for 10% bleach

One beaker for sterile water.

Put about 100 mL of liquid in each beaker.
	2 beakers: large one (600 mL size): put in about 500 mL of milk

Small one (any size that will let you eyeball 50 mL volume): use to roughly measure 50 mL of buttermilk

	Plastic knife to cut up leaf
Plastic plate to cut leaf up on

Tweezers to handle the leaf


	Use aluminum foil on balance to weigh out about 10 g of dry milk.  You might have to use a knife to help knock the milk onto the foil.  Put the “dirty” side of the foil on the balance plate so that the milk goes on the “clean” side. 

	Let the tweezers and the knife sit in the ETOH when you are not using them.
	The most important factor is that you use CLEAN beakers and equipment because we will be eating the cheese.  The equipment does not have to be autoclaved, but it needs to be clean.

	Be careful to not put your hands/arm/or any object over an open jar unless you are in the process of putting stuff in it.  Always assume that your delightful skin cells want to come off of you and jump into your tissue culture media. 
	Hot plate- if you use one with a white platform (Corning and something else)- keep the heat low-  for this lab you probably don’t have to get much higher than 4 or 5 on the white platform hot plates.  You will have to share the larger hot plates.  Let hot plates sit out when you are done with them so they can cool off.  Don’t move hot hot plates. 

	Don’t forget to make sure your name is on your jars before you put them on the windowsill. 
	Don’t forget to label your beaker with your name on tape. Put in incubator (not oven.)
