Nanobiotechnology lesson
There are several different areas where nanotechnology and biology overlap.  Some of these areas have more articles than others because the field is still so new. 

You may work on this assignment alone or with a partner.  One group can have up to 3 people in it, two groups can have up to 4 people.  You do not have to stick with the same person you have been working with all term.  You can branch out and work with someone new.

Expectations:

1. Read all of the articles in your section.  (For the drugs and medicine section, I’ll explain what you should do b/c there are like 8 articles.)

2. Write down 5 facts you get from your article.  If your article is too brief, talk with me to see what can be done creatively and logically.  One of your facts should address if your article(s) is about something that has actually happened or something that is planned to happen. Some of the article are about the future.  
The facts should also relate as much as possible to nanotechnology and its relationship with biology (biotechnology.)

3. As a group (or if you are by yourself) come up with a 3 minute oral presentation about what you read so that we can orally be informed.  Your 5 facts will be assembled into a note sheet to be given out the day of the oral presentations.  

Due dates:

Five facts due by June 2 if they are handwritten.  

Oral presentations: June 4 (Friday)  ALL members of the group must say something significant.  If the presentation is dominated by 1 or 2 people (for the larger groups,) then all members will not earn as high of a grade as possible. 

However the 5 facts are turned in, make sure that all individuals involved with the group have his/her name on the assignment.  

Grading?

5 facts are worth 12 points

Oral report is worth 12 points

At this point, it will be a project part of your grade
