What students need to do to prep for tissue culture lab:

1. Get two baby food jars  (each person, NOT each group)

2. Double check that the jar is clean

3. Take off paper label

4. Label with your name (use Sharpie)

5. Put about 45mL of medium in each baby food jar  (use graduated cylinder to measure)

6. Add one half level pink Baskin Robbins spoon of agar to each baby food jar

7. Put on special plastic tissue culture caps, press to tighten

8. Place on tray in autoclave
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
