Follow- Up Questions to Making Babies and The Good Egg article
Pick THREE of the following questions (questions 1-9) and answer/do them on binder paper to be handed in.  Make sure you support your opinions with scientific evidence presented in the video or the article.  No offense, but merely saying that it is against your religion is not scientific evidence.  If you are using religion to support your opinion, still give detailed reasons that include scientific information.  Make sure you indicate which questions you are answering.

Every student MUST answer QUESTION 10, which is based on the article. 

This means you will be answering a total of 4 questions. 

1. Write a contract for a surrogate mother.  Include in the wording the restrictions you would place on the surrogate mother as well as what liberties she would have. The contract should be a minimum of one page long.
2. Pick a side to each argument and defend them in their own well written paragraphs:

a. Rosa and Tuan want to go to a fertility clinic to use someone else’s eggs and sperm for their child.  They want to choose the egg and sperm based on the characteristics of the parents.  Rosa and Tuan can have children on their own, but for some strange reason, they would rather use eggs and sperm from people with PhD’s.  Should Rosa and Tuan be allowed to use eggs and sperm from other people if their eggs and sperm are just fine?

b. Anabelle is single and wants a child.  She is concerned about sexually transmitted diseases, so she would rather get inseminated by a sperm donor.  Should single women be allowed to become mothers by using donated sperm or should donated sperm only be accessible to couples who are unable to have children?

3. Should so many embryos be implanted during in vitro fertilization knowing that multiple live births stresses out each fetus? Defend your answer in a well written paragraph.

4. A couple going through in vitro fertilization decides to get a divorce.  They have three fertilized embryos frozen.  The woman wants them because this may be her only chance to have a child.  The man wants them to remain frozen or be destroyed because he does not want his DNA to be passed on and in the care of this woman.  In addition, he does not want to pay child support for children he does not want to see born.  What should be done with the embryos:  should they be implanted in the woman, be given to the husband to keep frozen, or be thrown away? Defend your answer in a well written paragraph.

5. A couple have a very sick 3 year old child who needs a bone marrow transplant.  Should they go through in vitro fertilization to screen for an embryo that could serve as a bone marrow transplant for their three year old?  If implanted, should this “new child” be expected to provide bone marrow for his/her sick sibling? Defend your answer in a well written paragraph.

6. Should people be allowed to buy eggs and sperm from people they believe to be genetically fit?  If so, should eggs cost the same as sperm?  Why/why not?  How much do you think eggs and sperm should cost? Should health insurance companies pay for the eggs and sperm? Defend your answer in a well written paragraph.

7. Should only people who have enough money to pay for in vitro fertilization and related techniques be the only ones who get to go through the procedures?  If so, does this mean that poorer people will be left with less genetically fit children? Does being able to choose characteristics of your children, only if you are wealthy, perpetuate the differences between social classes?  If so, is this right? Should private medical insurance pay for in vitro fertilization?  Should medical insurance provided by the government (MediCal, MediCare) pay for in vitro fertilization?  Defend your answer in a well written paragraph.

8. Should our society move toward having all fetuses tested for diseases?  If so, should fetuses be treated in utero or should we wait until they are born before we treat them?  If a fetus proves to be very ill, should it be carried to term so that its organs can be used in transplants for other children?  Should people who have ill fetuses be forced to get rid of them so that a diseased, expensive child is not born?  If you believe that the ill child should be born, who should pay for the healthcare of the child? Defend your answer in a well written paragraph.

9. Should smoking and alcohol be illegal now that we know that the health of a baby can be dependent on the health of the mother many months before fertilization occurs?  Should all women be forced to exercise and eat properly because their eggs are maturing months before conception occurs?  Now that we know the egg’s health is determined long before it leaves the ovary, should society change the way it behaves?  Should a marketing and public health campaign be done by the government to publicize this information? Should women who have unhealthy children because they were smokers before they found out they were pregnant be held accountable for having an ill child? Defend your answer in a well written paragraph.
Every student must answer this question:

10. Knowing that removing the outer cells to do IVF may affect the well being of the embryo (fetus, child) should IVF still be allowed to be done?  Given the information in the article, should IVF still be an option (in general)?  Defend your answer in a well written paragraph using information from the article.
