Honors Chemistry book talk/chat assignment

Book Chat:

Book talks are scheduled on your time, at lunch or after school, by arrangement with the teacher. They will be about 10 minutes long.  You need to bring the book with you.  Ms. Getz will look through the book and ask you questions about characters, plot, theories, or any other literary aspect of the book.  You might be asked to voice your opinion on the topic presented in the book and if you think the dilemma was handled properly.  Since there are a variety of books you can choose from, no two book chats may be the same. 

Book restrictions:


You are to read 1 book during the third term.  Ms Getz and the THS library have many books that qualify for this assignment.  The main requirement is that the book has something to do with science.  Pick a book you will enjoy.  This assignment is given so that you will broaden your knowledge of the world around you and of possible career options that might involve knowing science without actually having to be a bench scientist, a doctor, or one of the other “traditional” science careers. There are no page number restrictions.  Please choose a book you have not read before, however you may read a book that you are currently reading for another class. If the book is not from Ms. Getz’s library, then you must present it to her for approval before you read the book for this assignment. 

When is it due?

All book chats for this term must be completed by March 21.  Closer to the date, if lots of people have not done their book chat yet, remind Ms Getz to set up a sign up sheet so that the book chat schedule will be organized. 

How many points is this assignment worth?

40 project points seems like a good number.  Essentially if you can prove that you read the book, in its entirety, and understood what it was communicating, you’ll earn 40 points.  
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
