	Sources are properly cited.  Enough sources are used.

	Sources are not properly cited.  OR more sources were needed. 

5 points
	Sources not properly cited.  OR Many more sources were needed.

3.6 points
	Information not provided.  OR Lists search engines instead of proper websites.

	Footnotes or endnotes

(Grade done once.  If parts of the paper are well documented but other parts are not, the grade will reflect that not all of the documentation that needed to be done was done. )
	Documents information that does not come out of his/her head.
