After the testing season, I want to:

_______  do lots of lab work.  This choice will have you doing labs pretty much daily.  You’ll learn to use equipment that you have not used yet.  You’ll learn concepts by doing labs that are supposed to show you how the chemistry exists.  Every lab will involve some sort of write-up.  You will do at least 2 formal lab write-ups.  You will be expected to keep an organized lab notebook that reflects what you do on those days.  If you plan to be absent much, you will have a difficult time making up the labs, if the lab can be made up at all.  You will learn less chemistry content.  The consequence of this is that you will have been introduced to fewer concepts that you might need to be familiar with for post-chemistry classes and for college.

______ learn lots of content.  This choice will have you doing a few labs and lots of worksheets.  The advantage to this choice is that you will learn more content that will get you better prepared for post-chemistry classes and for college.  You will lose out on doing chemistry and learning how to use more equipment.  You will learn chemistry through lectures, worksheets, bookwork, and a few demonstrations.  If you are absent, since you will be completing worksheets, it will be possible for you to get caught up.

We have about 4 weeks left of chemistry after the testing season.  Unfortunately it does not seem possible to do a blend of labs and content because some labs will take 2-3 days to complete and some content lessons take 2-3 days to complete.  Either we will immerse ourselves in labwork or we’ll do lots of paperwork. If we do a blend, I’m afraid it will turn out too choppy and won’t make sense.
