You wanted extra credit….well here it is:

Write a 1-2 page paper, typed, double spaced, 12 point non-fancy font on:

The role of pressure in one aspect of our lives.  You are to look up the answer in a book, an encyclopedia, on the internet, or some other resource that knows the scientific reason why pressure affects certain aspects of our lives.  A part of your answer should include a molecular description of pressure and how individual particles play a role in pressure.

Include: 

· Bibliography  (correct citations)

· Drawings if they make the explanation clearer, but you must explain what the drawings show.

For example, you can write about:


Scuba diving that involves oxygen tanks, the dangers of surfacing too quickly when scuba diving, why airplanes need to be pressurized, why the space shuttle does not explode in outer space, why are foods vacuum sealed?, why is there a proper way to dispose of aerosol cans and what is that way?, why can an air bubble in your blood stream kill you, and why should people not take direct hits off of helium tanks or whipped cream containers?

I expect you to do research to get the answer, and not just write some lame stuff on paper to get points.  If your report has no scientific backing, then you will have wasted your time and mine.  If plagiarized, then no credit.

If you do not have a word processor or the equivalent, you may hand-write the report.  If handwritten, it should be 3-4 pages long, written neatly in blue or black ink, on only one side of the page.

If you impress me, you may earn as many as 15 points.  That is a lot of points.

Paper due:  May 31, 2001.  No late papers will be accepted.  If any two papers resemble each other, neither will be given credit.  
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
